Teach €arly! Teach Of

Who's teaching our boys how to
be men? Children learn by observing and
imitating. Even if you don't have any chil-
dren of your own, just by being a man
you are providing the next generation of
men information and examples of how to
be a man. Boys observe their fathers,
relatives, friends, community leaders,
coaches, and teach-
ers. They are also
swamped with influ-
ences from society
through television,
the internet, mov-
ies, video games,
and music. They
closely watch the
very public lives of
famous actors, ath-
letes, and recording
artists who often
become their role
models. With all of
these influences, it is so very important
for our next generation of men that the
men in our community stand together and
become active teachers for our boys.
Teach them that violence against women
is wrong and will not be tolerated. Teach
them that it is okay to stand up and speak
out against violence. Teach them to treat
women and girls with respect both in their
presence and when they are just with the
guys. Teach them how to have a healthy
relationship built on equality, mutual re-
spect, and trust.

Some tips:

Teach early—It's never too soon to talk
to a child about violence. Let him
know how you think he should ex-
press his anger and frustration; and
what it means to treat others with
respect.

Bring it up—A boy or teen will rarely ap-
proach you and ask for guidance on
how to treat girls. But that doesn’t
mean he doesn’t need or want it. Try
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watching TV or listening to his music. If
you see or hear things that depict vio-
lence or the mistreatment of women, tell
him what you think about it. Help him
work through problems in his relation-
ships as they arise. Let him know he
can come back and talk to you anytime.

Listen—Hear what he has to say. Listen to

how his friends talk
about girls. Ask him if
he’s ever seen abusive
behavior in his friends.
Is he worried about
any of his friends who
are being hurt in their
relationships? Let him
know he can always
come to you if he feels
like things are getting
out of hand.
Tell him how—Teach
him ways to express
his anger without using
violence. Let him know how you define
a healthy relationship.

Be a role model—Men who spend time with
boys or teens will have the greatest im-
pact when they “walk the walk.”

Teach often—Use every opportunity to re-
inforce your message.

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®o The Right Thing - Tell Him There is a Better Wagy

Last year out annual Dinner to Remember fundraiser guest speaker, Lexie Lane, handed out a flyer containing information
addressing what a person can say or do when they notice physical, mental, or emotional abuse in action. Here are some excerpts I
hope you find helpful.

Maybe he’s your friend, your brother or brother-in-law, your cousin, co-worker, gym partner or fishing buddy. You’ve noticed
that he interrupts her, criticizes her family, yells at her, or scares her. You hope that when they’re alone, it isn't worse.

The way he treats her makes you feel uncomfortable, but you don’t want to make him mad or lose his friendship. You surely
don’t want to see him wreck his marriage or have to call the police. What can you do?

Say something. If you don't, your silence is the same as saying abuse is okay. He could hurt someone, or end up in jail.
Because you care, you need to do something...before it is to late.

He may deny it

He may not listen. And there’s not a guarantee that your words will make him stop or get him to change. He may ignore you, get an-
gry, make excuses, or talk about what she did to make him do it. He might laugh if off or even make fun of you. Still, you need to say
something. Your silence is the same as saying that you approve.

Or he may take you seriously and decide to change. If men learn to put down and abuse women from other men, they can also learn to
respect women from other men. When you decide that violence against women in unacceptable and choose to lead, other men will
begin to think twice before they strike with their words or their fists.

It's up to men to step up to the plate because next time, it could be our sister, mother, friend or co-worker. It isn't easy and it isn't
comfortable, but it IS the right thing to do.

10 Things Men Can Do www.acalltomen.com

1. Acknowledge and understand how male dominance and aspects of unhealthy manhood are at the foundation of domestic and sexual
violence.

2. Examine and challenge our individual beliefs and the role that we play in supporting men who are abusive.

3. Recognize and stop colluding with other men by getting out of our socially defined roles, and take a stance to prevent domestic and
sexual violence.

4. Remember that our silence is affirming. When we choose not to speak out against domestic and sexual violence, we are supporting it.
5. Educate and re-educate our sons and other young men about our responsibility in preventing domestic and sexual violence.
6."Break out of the man box"- Challenge traditional images of manhood that stop us from actively taking a stand in domestic and
sexual violence prevention.

7. Accept and own our responsibility that domestic and sexual violence will not end until men become part of the solution to end it. We
must take an active role in creating a cultural and social shift that no longer tolerates violence and discrimination against women and
girls.

8. Stop supporting the notion that domestic and sexual violence is due to mental illness, lack of anger management skills, chemical
dependency, stress, etc... Domestic and sexual violence is rooted in male dominance and the socialization of men.

9. Take responsibility for creating appropriate and effective ways to educate and raise awareness about domestic and sexual violence
prevention.

10. Create responsible and accountable men's initiatives in your community to support domestic and sexual violence prevention.

Cyclg of Ibuse

How many things do you do just the way your parents did? Do you drive the way they did? Do
you eat the way they did? Or make your bed? What about abuse? Do you abuse the way they did? A
common thread among abusers is that they have seen violence in their homes as children. The truth is
domestic abuse is a learned behavior. In fact, more than three million children witness acts of domestic
violence every year. The abuse may be kept from friends, relatives, coworkers and others, but the chil-
dren of violent parents know what is happening. These children are raised in an environment where vio-
lence is accepted and normal. Whether the child is a direct target of emotional abuse (yelling, name-
calling), physical abuse or witnesses domestic violence between family members, the effects are long-
lasting. A child’s early life experiences are related to his or her ultimate physical, emotional, and mental
health. Children who go through the emotional trauma of seeing the parents they love physically batter
each other have an increased chance to grow up either to be abusers or to marry abusers creating a con-
tinuous cycle of domestic violence.

Abusers may have abused their brothers and sisters as children due to violence suffered or wit-
nessed in their home. Often abusers begin life protecting their mothers and other siblings learning to
use violence as a defense. In 1990 sixty-three percent of the young men between the ages of 11 and 20
who were serving time for homicide had killed their mother’s abuser. Using violence at such an early
age could become addictive and the power and control over others that is achieved could reinforce the
learned behavior from childhood. As any adult knows the earlier in life that a habit is developed the
harder that habit is to break.

Eighty-nine percent of abusers are men; therefore, men are essential in the fight to end the cy-
cle of domestic violence. It is awesome that some male movie stars and pro athletes speak out against
domestic abuse and try to raise awareness but men who live in our own communities are greatly influen-
tial also. We need men who will “set-up” when they witness or hear about incidents of abuse by ex-
pressing their opposition against it and men who experienced domestic violence in their own childhood to
share those experiences. The vicious cycle of domestic abuse will not end without men coming together
to end it. As parents, we want better for our children than what we had. Shouldn't that include a home
without violence?
